DAY 4
Kampong Cham / Embark Ship

Drive to the bustling town of Kampong Cham and
embark The Jahan, our riverboat home for the next
seven nights. Step out onto your balcony to watch
as we set sail on a journey along the Mekong River.

This evening, enjoy an Apsara dance
performance.

Cruising the Mekong

Take in views of everyday life along the river, attend
talks by our experts, and join our chefs to learn
how to cook regional dishes.
